Manufacturers choose to be bound by the toughest
regulatory system in their supply chain

Power — global impact

Working towards a single market

Ensure compatibility between product parts

Increased standardization creates larger supply markets
and therefore decrease prices

Ensure compatibility between final products

Adjusts for market failures

Asymmetric/imperfect information
Negative externalities

Addresses health and safety concerns

Leads to technically preferable solutions

Standards as trade barriers (?)

To those who are excluded: increased production costs
and loss of efficiency

Can be abused by protectionists to create artificial entry
barriers to the domestic market

Verbal forms to be used:

SHALL:

Requirements: criteria to be fulfilled if compliance with the

no deviation is permitted

options are not excluded

Course of action permissible expressed by the document

CAN:
Possibility/capability
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European standards can support EU policies and
legislation

They can help business to comply with requirements
established by EU legislation (New approach) in sectors
such as toys, pressure equipment, electromagnetic
compatibility, machinery, lifts, construction products...
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New Approach — Basic principles

EC Directives
define essential requirements (ex. safety)

iIndicate desired outcome WITHOUT specifying how it should be
achieved

Reference to standards
Standards organizations develop or approve harmonized standards

EN’s set out technical specifications to meet directives essential
requirements

Conformity assessment (CA) policy

Standards are voluntary — Manufacturers do not have to follow EN
IF they follow = presumption of conformity (CE marking)

In many cases opens way for CA without 3rd party intervention

“The new Directive on renewable energy sets ambitious
targets for all Member States, such that the EU will reach a
20% share of energy from renewable sources by 2020 and a
10% share of renewable energy specifically in the transport
sector. It also improves the legal framework for promoting
renewable electricity, requires national action plans that
establish pathways for the development of renewable energy
sources including bioenergy, creates cooperation
mechanisms to help achieve the targets cost effectively and
establishes the sustainability criteria for biofuels. The new
Directive should be implemented by Member States

by December 2010.”
